****** ECONOMY ACT AUTHORITY TO ORDER SERVICES ******

The Economy Act of 1932, as amended (31 USC 1535), authorizes an agency to place orders for goods and services with another government agency when the head of the ordering agency determines that it is in the best interest of the government and decides ordered goods or services cannot be provided as conveniently or cheaply by contract with commercial enterprise.

For all Federal agencies, other than the Nuclear Regulatory Commission, a written statement on or with the funding document is required stating the requesting agency has determined that entering into an agreement with DOE is in compliance with the requirements of the Economy Act of 1932, as amended (31 United States Code 1535), [or other applicable authorizations, e.g., Executive Order 12333].  Those authorizations must be cited.  In addition, a written statement is required stating that the requesting agency has determined that entering into an agreement with DOE is in compliance with the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 6.002, and to the best of their knowledge, the work requested will not place DOE and its contractor in direct competition with the domestic private sector.

Sample Statement from a Federal Agency

"This agreement is entered into pursuant to the authority of the Economy Act of 1932, as amended (31 United States Code 1535), [or other statutory authority references] and adheres to Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 6.002.  To the best of our knowledge, the work requested will not place the DOE and its contractor in direct competition with the domestic private sector."
