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1. Purpose

This procedure will be used in the event that fire or weather conditions dictate evacuation of all LANL sites during the Facility Recovery period .  Site evacuation will be initiated when fire or weather conditions present a hazard to personnel involved in Recovery Operations.
2. procedure

· An evacuation may be ordered by either the Emergency Director (ED) or the Facility Recovery Manager (FRM).

· When evacuation is ordered by the ED or FRM, notification will be initiated via the Facility Recovery Center (FRC) Emergency Paging System.  It is the responsibility of the Recovery Team Leaders (FRTs) to contact all persons on site for whom they are responsible, direct them to evacuate, and identify open reads for egress.

· The signal to evacuate will be “911” indicated on the Emergency Pager followed by a digit indicating of the status of roads:

· 911-1 indicates that ALL ROADS ARE OPEN

· 911-2 indicates that EAST JEMEZ ROAD (Truck Route) IS CLOSED

· 911-3 indicates that FRONT HILL ROAD IS CLOSED

· 911-23 indicates ONLY WAY OUT – PAJARITO RD.

All evacuees are to report to respective recovery team leader at the White Rock Baptist Church for accountability.
